Minutes of Second meeting of VMC

A meeting of vidyalaya management committee was held on 20th Aug. 2009 at 11 AM in the Principal chamber of Vidyalaya under the chairmanship of Mr.Ashwini kumar Sharma, off. DIG BSF Sector South Jaisalmer. In this meeting following members were  present:-.

At the beginning of the meeting Dr. R.K. Meena, Principal, KV, BSF, Dabla welcomed all the members of VMC and reviewed the follow up report of previous VMC meeting dated: -28-05-2009. After that the agenda of meeting was presented before the members of VMC, consisting 32 points. Afterwards complete discussion going on various points of agenda summarised as follows: -
1. Dr. R.K. Meena, Principal presented the current achievement of the vidyalaya which are as follows 
(i). The Vidyalaya got 04 Gold medals in sports at regional level. 
(ii). The vidyalaya strength increased to near about 450. 
(iii). Third prize was won by the students of the vidyalaya at district level in cultural programme which was organized by DM Jaisalmer.
(iv). The vidyalaya is connected to city feeder for 24 hrs. electricity supply. 
(v). The damaged furniture of the vidyalaya was repaired.
(vi). The parent teacher meeting was conducted on 29th, 30th July and 01st August, 2009 to discuss the individual performance of students the first unit test. 
(vii). 117 students have been registered for science and maths Olympiad 2009. 
(viii). Social Science exhibition was conducted at the vidyalaya level which was covered by the various newspapers.
(ix). New commerce stream opened by the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan in current session and 32 students enrolled till date.
(x). The passage of 50ft. in front of school main gate to sulemaan peer road provided to vidyalaya by Aab singh, Mohan Singh (colonizers) and R.D. Paliwal, Halka Patwari Dabla. 
2. The result of First Unit test had been discussed by the VMC. Mr. Ashwini Kumar Sharma, chairman of the VMC wanted to know the reasons of poor performance of VI Class. On this point the Principal of the vidyalaya replied that most of the posts were lying vacant upto 31st July, 2009 and the principal also said that the post of PGT(Maths) and two post of PRTs are still lying vacant. The information in this regard has already been sent several times to Honourable Assistant Commissioner, KVS(RO) Jaipur.
3. The Principal informed VMC about the progress of work of staff quarters carried out by CPWD. VMC members themselves visited the under construction staff quarters & take queries about the progress by Mr. Natha Ram Choudhary AEn.
4. Sh. Ashwini Kumar Sharma, chairman and all other VMC members has decided the location of 12 staff quarters to be constructed by CPWD in the presence of Sh. Amar Singh, Ex.En. CPWD and Sh. Natha Ram Choudhary, A.En.CPWD, Jaisalmer.

5. The VMC members informed by Principal about the dispute arising due starting work by Mr. Chhotu Singh in front of main gate of School & later on negotiation made between Mr. Aabsingh, Mohan singh (Colonizer), R.D.Paliwal, Halka Patwari, dabla and school and vidyalaya teachers committee as per the direction by sh. H.C. Chawla, E.O., KVS(RO) Jaipur in reference the discussion with Honourable A.C.(KVS, RO, Jaipur), Dr. K.P. Chamola, both parties are agreed for 50ft. passage from main gate of school to Sulemaan peer road.
6. The need of extra land put before the VMC members and highlight the requirement of school in compare to available land & all the members are agree for it and suggest to provide additional land to school for play ground.
7. It is also discussed about the need of connecting road between school main gate & Suleman peer road as it is not exist presently it is very rough road containing mud pebbles & sand.. It is emphasized of suggested to prepare coal tar road .
8. Chairman, A.K.Sharma. expressed his satisfaction for development of study environment in school. Principal also informed about social science exhibition in which students  shows  interest to prepare nice exhibits. The performance of students in games & sports also explore to VMC members as in athletics students of vidyalaya got 03 gold medals & also in shooting school won gold medal. 
9. The committee members also discussed about the importance of education tours & excursion for students and approved & sanction Rs. 40,000/- for school excursion.

10. The information is given by the Principal about the vacant post in the vidyalaya. He also told, intimation in this regard had been already sent to RO Jaipur several times. 
11. Revised estimate & budget estimate for session 2009-10 presented by the Principal & after the discussion among VMC members on various aspect it has been approved & sanctioned.
12. VMC also approved the networking in computer lab, principal room, CMP room, examination room, library, science labs, staff room and office and approved & sanctioned amount of Rs.1,00,000/-.
13. A little latitude has been given to computer infrastructure in the vidyalaya to install the AC, as lab contain 29 computers, UPS, printer etc, equipment are very sophisticated so need  to protect by heat so AC is urgently required for that VMC sanctioned budget of Rs.1,00,000 for same. VMC members also take information about science labs and suggest to improve it and for that budget of Rs. 40,000 sanctioned for non-consumable science labs equipments & 30000 for lab consumable & provide financial sanction for it. VMC also ask to demand Rs. 50000 for lab equipments from RO Jaipur.

14. Principal informed that six computers, 23 UPS, 12 computer table, 40 chairs for computer lab., white board, flooring, ceiling of computer lab, aluminium door required for computer and science labs. VMC discussed the matter seriously and sanctioned the budget of Rs.3,00,000/- for the same.

15. Principal informed that after the repairing of most of furniture there is still lack of furniture for sitting of students of primary & secondary classes. VMC, Chairman also took details of furniture available & condition of furniture in vidyalaya and feel shortage of furniture Principal conveyed that it is urgent need to purchase furniture for 180 students. So, the VMC members approved and sanctioned Rs.3,00,000/- for the purchase of furniture for 180 students. 
16. VMC give permission to purchase the Dice as it is very necessary in the vidyalaya.

17. VMC also sanctioned the budget for purchasing 09 almirahs for principal office, library and science labs and sanctioned budget of Rs. 1,00,000/-
18. All the members of committee highly emphasized the importance of library for any school & after discussion approval assign to purchase new books for library and also to improve infrastructure of library for that VMC approved & sanctioned budget of Rs.50,000/-.
19. VMC approved the budget for purchasing principal office table, teacher tables, flooring & ceiling of principal office and sanctioned Rs.80,000/- for this head.
20. It is also decided to take care about health & hygiene of the students & staff and after recommendation it approved to purchase & installs 02 ROs plants in school of required capacity. VMC sanctioned budget of Rs.1,50,000/- for this purpose.
21. VMC emphasized on the need of educational/excursion tour of the students to any historical place or place of educational interest of students near Jaisalmer. The members of the VMC has given approval regarding the compulsion of educational/excursion tour to any part of the India once in a session and for that sanctioned budget of Rs.40,000/-.
22. Permission is granted for security guard services, gardening and plantation services and cleanliness services of the vidyalaya. VMC sanctioned budget of Rs.3,00,000/- for said proposal.
23. Permission for one part-time group D employee.
24. A little emphasis given to the comfort of teacher & office staff comfort and Approval for 01 water cooler and 02 coolers for the staff room and office.

25. The staff of the vidyalaya is increased to 26. So, more chairs and big table is required to the staff room. Therefore, VMC approved for the purchase of 01 big table and 30 chairs for the staff room and VMC approved and sanctioned budget of Rs.50,000/- to purchase these articles.
26. Principal request to the chairman for the medical checkup by the BSF authorities. All the members of VMC agreed and the chairman assured the Principal for checkup of the students by BSF PMO.

27. It also taken into account by all the members of VMC that vidyalaya looked more attractive because of efforts of plantation. This beautification work & plantation should be carried at this same pace.
28. All members were agreed for the development of prayer ground. VMC has approved the construction of prayer ground. And it was decided that estimate should be called from CPWD Jaisalmer.
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
